How do I set it up?

All of the things the MediScheduler can do are listed on the left of the screen.
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to enter your name and phone number. You may enter your name, or, if you are a parent, you may enter your name and the name of your child.

How Do I Use It?
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  to create your list of medications. The screen below has some details about that process:
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  to drag your current medications to the schedule.  Pressing “more info” will display information about the medication.  
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  to turn off alerts for scheduled medication doses that you don’t think you need to be reminded about.
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  to review the medication administration record
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
